Firstly,
establishing adult education programs that offer flexible learning schedules is crucial
to accommodate the needs of working adults. These programs should prioritize
practical literacy skills that can be readily applied in both daily life and the workplace.
Secondly, collaboration with non-governmental organizations (NGOs) and the private
sector can enhance the funding and support for literacy initiatives. For instance,
community centers could provide free literacy classes, while employers might offer
on-site training for their staff. Furthermore, integrating literacy education into existing
social services, such as welfare programs, can ensure that vulnerable populations
receive comprehensive support. Although some may argue that the costs associated
with these programs are prohibitive, the long-term benefits of cultivating a literate
population—including heightened economic productivity and reduced social welfare

expenditures—far outweigh the initial investment.
