2. BAI MAU (SAMPLE ANSWER)

The provided charts depict the distribution of the Australian workforce and the unemployment

rates among different worker types in three countries from 1991 to 2005.

Overall, Australians constituted the overwhelming majority of the workforce, followed at a
distance by non-English and English speakers. Additionally, while unemployment in Spain
decreased over this period, the rates in Germany rose significantly, and those in Italy exhibited

fluctuations, with a notable increase in the middle of the timeframe.

In terms of workforce composition, Australians accounted for a substantial 76% of the total. The
proportions of non-English and English speaking workers were much lower, at 13% and 11%

respectively, showing a relatively balanced distribution between these two categories.

Examining the unemployment rates, Spain started with the highest figure, approximately 13%,
which surged to 18% in 1993. After remaining stable for the next two years, it dramatically
dropped to around 9% by 2005. In contrast, Germany experienced a significant increase in
unemployment, nearly tripling from 4% in 1991 to just below 12% by the end of the period,
ranking it as the country with the highest unemployment. Finally, Italy's unemployment rate
showed a steady rise from about 4% to 12% during the initial eight years, before experiencing a
significant decline back to 8% in the final year, resulting in a shift from second to third place in

the unemployment rankings.
