2. BAI MAU (SAMPLE ANSWER)

The pie charts display the main reasons for immigration to and emigration from the UK in 2014.

Overall, it is clear that the most common reason for immigration was formal study, while the
primary motive for emigration was securing a definite job. The least significant factor for both
immigration and emigration was people moving without a specified reason.

In detail, the largest segment of immigrants, accounting for 31%, moved for formal study,
making it the predominant reason for immigration. This was closely followed by those
immigrating for a definite job, which comprised 28%. Individuals accompanying or joining
others made up 15%, while 14% of immigrants moved to look for work. Those relocating for
other reasons and without a stated purpose represented 10% and 7%, respectively.



Conversely, the main reason for emigration was to pursue a definite job, representing 30% of
emigrants. This was followed by 28% who left for other unspecified reasons, and 22% who
emigrated in search of work. Emigrants accompanying or joining others constituted 13%, while
those leaving for formal study and with no stated reason made up 4% and 3%, respectively.
