For example, had entrepreneurs like Elon Musk not
been allowed to accumulate vast wealth, breakthroughs such as affordable electric vehicles
might never have come to fruition, depriving society of advancements that benefit both the

economy and the environment.

Additionally, enforcing income equality could lead to a sense of injustice. Income levels
should reflect an individual’s contributions, skills, and effort. Those who invest time,

expertise, and hard work into developing solutions or driving industries forward deserve



higher rewards. If there were little difference in pay between highly skilled workers and those
with fewer skills or less effort, it would likely lead to dissatisfaction and resentment among

top performers, ultimately harming overall productivity.

That said, I acknowledge that a smaller income gap could enhance social cohesion. People
with similar financial standing tend to share comparable lifestyles and values, reducing social
divisions. For instance, Cuba’s relatively equal income distribution is often cited as
contributing to a sense of community, where citizens reportedly exhibit more cooperation and

solidarity.

In conclusion, although reducing the income gap can improve social unity, I believe that the
drawbacks, such as stifling economic growth and creating feelings of unfairness, outweigh
the benefits. Governments should instead focus on promoting innovation and economic
opportunities while ensuring that wealth is used to support those in need, striking a balance

between progress and social well-being.
