For instance, a famous
model can earn millions not just from walking in fashion shows but also through lucrative brand
endorsements on social media platforms. In stark contrast, the income of most politicians is
limited to their government salary, which is constrained by the state budget. Politicians are also
restricted from engaging in commercial partnerships to prevent conflicts of interest and the abuse
of power. These differences in earning potential explain why public figures in entertainment tend

to earn far more than those in political office.

In my opinion, this income gap is deeply troubling. Government officials play a far more critical
role in society by shaping policies that impact the lives of millions. For example, a law designed
to improve social welfare has a much more profound effect than a song popularized by the

media. Furthermore, the relatively low salaries of politicians could deter skilled individuals from
pursuing public service roles, leading to a shortage of effective policymakers. If this continues, it

could weaken the efficiency of government institutions and hinder a nation’s development.

In conclusion, while celebrities can leverage numerous opportunities to build their wealth,
politicians rely on limited state-funded salaries, leading to a substantial pay gap. I believe this
trend is both unfair and harmful, as it undervalues the contributions of public servants and
discourages capable people from joining the government. To address this, governments should
consider imposing higher taxes on celebrity earnings while increasing compensation for those in

leadership roles.
