It is increasingly evident that globally, public figures such as models and singers earn
significantly more than individuals in political office. This income disparity stems from their

distinct revenue streams, and I believe this trend is entirely detrimental.

To begin with, celebrities enjoy a wider array of income opportunities. For example, a renowned
supermodel can earn millions annually not only from fashion shows but also through lucrative
brand endorsements on various social media platforms. In contrast, most politicians receive only
a fixed monthly salary from the constrained public budget. Moreover, politicians are typically
prohibited from engaging in commercial activities with corporations to prevent conflicts of
interest, which further limits their earning potential. This explains why their income is

significantly lower compared to that of public figures.

In my view, this income gap between celebrities and politicians is deeply problematic. Firstly, it
reflects a fundamental inequity, as government officials play a far more critical role in shaping
society. A law improving social welfare, which affects millions of lives, is undeniably more
consequential than a media-promoted song or fashion campaign. Secondly, the relatively low pay
for politicians can deter highly qualified individuals from pursuing careers in government,
leading to a shortage of capable policymakers. Over time, this could weaken the efficiency of

governmental institutions and hinder the progress of a nation.

In conclusion, while celebrities benefit from multiple revenue streams, politicians are largely
dependent on their government salaries, resulting in a significant pay disparity. I find this trend
unjustifiable, as it fails to adequately reward the contributions of public servants and may
dissuade talented individuals from entering politics. Therefore, I believe governments should
implement higher taxes on celebrity earnings and increase the remuneration for those responsible

for governing their country.
