Governments could launch nationwide campaigns to highlight the health benefits of
cycling, such as improving muscle strength and boosting resistance to diseases, while also
emphasizing the risks associated with inactivity. By raising awareness, more people may be
inclined to choose bicycles for their daily commutes. Additionally, businesses can play a role by

offering incentives to employees who cycle to work. For example, some Vietnamese companies,



like VNG, have introduced programs that provide partial financial support for bike purchases and
offer rewards for regular cyclists. This initiative has reportedly increased bicycle use among their

staff.

In conclusion, the decline in bicycle use is largely due to the rise of passive lifestyles and the
growing appeal of electric vehicles. However, this issue can be effectively addressed through
public awareness campaigns and corporate incentive programs. If these measures are
implemented comprehensively, it is likely that the popularity of cycling will increase in the near

future.
