Overall, the United States had the highest per capita health expenditure, while the
United Kingdom spent the least.



In 2019, the United States allocated the most substantial amount to healthcare, with
an expenditure of $11,073 per capita. This figure is nearly twice as high as that of
Germany, which spent $6,646 per capita. Australia ranked third in healthcare
spending, with a per capita expenditure of $5,187, following the United States and
Germany.

In contrast, Japan and the United Kingdom had the lowest healthcare expenditures.
Japan’s per capita spending was $4,823, while the United Kingdom’s expenditure
was slightly lower at $4,652. Both countries spent significantly less on healthcare
compared to the others, reflecting the lowest levels of health expenditure among the
five nations.
